The	technique	of	using	false	realities	is	one	that	Shakespeare	employs	throughout	his	plays,	and	it	is	this	that	allows	him	to	create	humour	out	of	even	the	most
tragic	situations. On	the	surface,	it	may	appear	that	Petruchio	is	a	misogynist	who	wants	to	break	Kate	down	in	order	to	have	complete	control	over	her.	However,	upon	closer	examination,	it	becomes	clear	that	Petruchio	actually
has	a	deep	affection	for	Kate	and	only	wants	what’s	best	for	her.	In	fact,	his	methods	of	“taming”	Kate	are	more	about	helping	her	to	find	inner	peace	and	happiness	than	anything	else.	It	is	also	worth	noting	that	Shakespeare	uses	humor	extensively	throughout	The	Taming	of	the	Shrew.	This	is	likely	because	he	wanted	to	make	a	point	about	how
ridiculous	the	societal	expectations	surrounding	marriage	were	(and	still	are).	By	using	humor,	Shakespeare	was	able	to	get	his	message	across	in	a	more	palatable	way.
