It is important for teachers to understand the characteristics and signs of these exceptional so that they
are able to get them the correct help and curriculum to succeed. One of the most common exceptional is intellectual disability. Students with intellectual disabilities have difficulty reading, written language, mathematics, social settings, behavior and low self-esteem's experience. It is important for teachers to recognize these problems soon so they
can get students the help they need before falling behind their classmates. Students who have intellectual disabilities experience difficulty remembering information, retaining information, pay attention, use new knowledge, and be motivated to learn. These difficulties have many problems for the success of students and self-effectiveness if not
captured early in student education. Therefore, it is essential for teachers to know the characteristics of intellectual disabilities so that they can help identify potential reasons or causes for student difficulties at school. There are also other problems for students and people with intellectual disabilities ranging from self-care learning issues skills to
have problems of creating and maintaining personal relationships and friendships. Although there are many problems for people with intellectual disabilities to overcome, they also have many positive attributes that include tenacity and learning interest, get along with others, and can be positive influences on other people. Another exceptional of
which teachers must be aware is emotional and behavioral disorders. There are two main behavioral excesses: outsource internal behavior and behavior. Exterior behaviors are the most common behavior models and include lying, whims, stealing, destroying and threats to themselves or to others. These behaviors can be very destructive for the
environment in class and for other children, therefore it is essential that teachers are able to recognize these possible indications and signs to emotional and behavioral disorders. Interior behaviors include being excessively or immature, withdrew from others, hypochondriac, and / or be easily troubled and difficult to calm. These disorders influence
students in in implementation and social skills. They tend to have a low GPA, problems that exceed standardized tests or exams, many absences, and other learning disabilities and language delays. These students also tend to have less participation in extracurricular activities, poor peer relationships, low levels of empathy, and higher rates of youth
delinquency. Emotional disorders can create many problems in class if they are not address, which is why it is important for teachers to be able to recognize them soon. Premature intervention for these students is essential to get students the help they need and keep them on the right track. One of the greatest exceptions that more and more teachers
must learn to recognize and host is autism. Many schools and school districts are moving towards inclusion, which is "full-time membership of all students with disabilities in age-appropriate general education classes with support provided to students and teachers to allow them to succeed" (“Supporting Students”, n.d.) Due to inclusion, teachers
must know the characteristics and signs of autism. This is essential because teachers need to develop a system in their classroom that provides a classroom structure with fewer interruptions possible. When students have autism or other ailments, teachers need to know how to plan education that hosts these children without problems in their
classroom. Teachers also need to know how to effectively incorporate these students with autism into groups that will be useful and supported and not judging and disrespectful. Teachers also need to know how to develop lectures and study programs for students with autism so that they can communicate and plan effectively with special education
teachers (“Supporting Students”, n.d.) Teachers must have high expectations for these students and know how to communicate effectively with them (“Supporting Summarys”, n.d.) The autism is “a group of development brain disorders, collectively called a spectrum disorder of the national autism” (ASD. The spectrum includes autistic disorder,
Asperger disorder, pervasive development disorder, Rett disorder and child disintegrative disorder ("National Institute of," 2010.) It is not known what causes ASD, but scientists have a research that suggests that “both genes and the environment play important roles” ("National Institute of," 2010). Students with autism experience discomforts in
social interactions and communication problems with the language. About half of children with autism are unable to speak or are unable to speak. For those who speak, they often use echolalia. They are repetitive, rituals and have unusual behavior patterns. Often they insist on the same and onand have reactivity to sensory stimuli. In the spectrum of
autism, there are several levels of intellectual functioning. Some autistic children showskills, which are relatively higher performance sectors than other functional sectors. There are many associated and characteristic problematic behaviors of children with autism. These behaviors include the destruction of property, aggression, sleep problems, food

Although many children experience this as a child in the first grade, it can be corrected with a logopedist or a small additional help. Their errors include distortions, omissions, substations and additions. Children with
language disorders may not be able to pronounce particular sounds. These children may also have phonological disorders, fluency disorders, voice disorders and language disorders. If a teacher recognizes one of these signs or symptoms, he has the opportunity to get students the help they need to solve the problem they are having with language. A A
AAAAAAAA A Another problem students might experience is the deafness or loss of hearing. Their level of operation is influenced by many factors such as the type of hearing loss, age of hearing loss, attitude of other family members, possibility of acquiring a first language and presence or absence of other disability. Students with hearing
problems experience smaller vocabulary, difficulty learning abstract words, differentiating questions from statements and problems of atypical speech. These issues lead to academic issues such as reading and mathematics, illiteracy, and remain at the same academic level as their peers of degree level. The loss of hearing also causes social problems
such as behavioral problems at school, depression problems, withdrawal, isolation, poor reading capacity and other attitudes towards them. If students are having a difficult hearing moment, teachers must be able to get them the help they need for what they do not find behind the degree level. sight. The poor vision makes it difficult to see the links between personal experiences and concepts. Motor development and social interaction suffer due to loss Students are afraid to interact more with their peers because many others have a negative attitude towards them and towards them. Teachers need to know how to help these students with their needs, so it is important for teachers to know the characteristics of these
disorders. An increasingly common disorder is Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder. This disorder can cause chaos in the classroom if the teacher doesn’t know how to channel the attention and energy of the students. Students with ADHD have problems with behaviour, distraction, impulse control, hyperactivity and problems following directions
(Segal & Smith, 2010). Teachers must communicate with parents on a behavioral plan they have prepared at home or one that the teacher has prepared in class. The most important thing teachers can do for children with ADHD is to develop a coherent program that involves “splitting a long job into small pieces” (Segal & Smith, 2010). Children with
ADHD have trouble controlling their impulses, so it is important to work one on one with these students to develop a behavioral plan and an appropriate consequence for not following the plan (Segal & Smith, 2010).The last biggest factor for students with ADHD is hyperactivity. Teachers need to creatively incorporate as much as possible into the
curriculum. possible movement in the classroom to help students with ADHD release some of their energy (Segal & Smith, 2010). Following these tips can help teachers maintain better control of the classroom and avoid interruptions. Finally, it is important to include talented and talented students.
