A	number	of	excellent	free	mapping	programs	are	also	available,	and	they	expand	the	range	and	purpose	of	your	GPS	unit.	The	brand	of	the	GPS	is	not	typically	a	factor	as	long	as	the	SD	card	is	formatted	and
the	maps	are	loaded	in	a	standard	format.	You	can	easily	download	GPS	maps	to	SD	cards	and	use	them	almost	instantly.	There	is	no	shortage	of	maps	available	for	download.	Most	require	that	you	purchase	the	map,	and	after	making	the	purchase,	you	download	it	to	your	SD	card	for	use	on	a	computer	or	in	a	GPS	unit.	A	GPS	unit	is	the	most
common	purpose	for	installing	maps	on	SD	cards. This	means	you	can	load	the	map	from	Garmin's	OpenStreetMap	program	for	a	TomTom	maps	SD	card.	Advertisement	There	are	two	basic	methods	to	download	GPS	maps	to	SD	cards.	You	insert	the	card	into	the	GPS
and	use	a	cable	to	connect	the	GPS	to	your	computer.	A	micro	USB	is	common,	and	most	GPS	units	come	fitted	with	a	cord	to	bridge	the	computer-to-GPS	connection.
