However: phonetically spelled lists made in the 17th
century indicate that “the pronunciation without [t] seems to have been avoided in careful speech.” Nevertheless, the prestige or upper-class standard pronunciation seems to have followed the queen’s example, because three hundred years later, the first edition of the Oxford English Dictionary added this note to its entry for often: The pronunciation (6f-
ten), which is not recognized in dictionaries, is now frequent in the south of England, and is often used in singing. And the 1934 unabridged Webster’s Second had this: The pronunciation of-ten, until recently generally considered as more or less illiterate, is not uncommon among the educated in some sections, and is often used in singing. —and dubious—for two reasons. It apparently judges the speaker rather than the word, to which it adds the irony that the criticized pronunciation in question is based entirely on the word’s spelling.
