ATV or UTV detects an issue that could cause damage, Can-Am Limp Home Mode restricts the engine power and speed. The vehicle onboard computer turns on this feature, which checks various sensors and systems for possible problems. Limp Home Mode is activated when an issue is detected in the vehicle, such as a malfunctioning sensor or low
oil pressure. The vehicles’ breakdown can be particularly traumatic, especially when the vehicle encounters a challenging terrain or a busy roadway. When there isn’t enough
transmission fluid, the transmission may not work properly, such as slipping gears or poor shifting performance. A Limp Home Mode may be triggered when the vehicle onboard computer detects low transmission fluid levels. A
clogged radiator, a malfunctioning cooling system, and low coolant levels are some of the factors that can cause engine overheating. The vehicle may operate at reduced power and speed due to a brake system
malfunction. The coolant level can be topped up with coolant. Check the coolant level regularly now, if this drops, then there is probably a leak. This could be a leak in the
radiator, water pump or head gasket. A user shared: “Check the coolant level in the reservoir and top up if necessary. Also check for any leaks in the cooling system, including the radiator, hoses and water pump.” You can do this yourself by looking around the cooling system where there are wet spots. Once found, you will have to replace parts,
especially if it concerns the water pump. Advertisement Dirt, debris and other contaminants can build up in the radiator, restricting airflow and reducing cooling efficiency. If the problem is not
with the clogged radiator or coolant system, it could be the thermostat. The thermostat controls the flow of coolant through the engine, and if it is not functioning correctly, it may not allow enough coolant to flow through the system, which can lead to overheating. Locate the
thermostat and check that all connections are clean and tight. If this is the case, then the thermostat is faulty and needs to be replaced with a new one. As a final cause of overheating, it could be an electrical problem, such as a faulty fan or sensor. The fan helps cool the engine by blowing air over the radiator. An owner gives a number of tips on how
to tackle this problem: “Check the fan and wiring for signs of damage or wear. You can also test the fan by running wires directly to the battery and seeing if it spins. If the fan isn’t working properly, it may need to be replaced”. Check the temperature sensor, and its wiring, for signs of damage or wear. You can also test the sensor with a multimeter
to see if it is sending the correct signals. You can charge the battery, but if it is an older battery, I recommend that you replace it with a new one. When
you check the battery, also check the battery connections and wiring for signs of damage or corrosion. Another cause of the starting problem can be a faulty starter motor. If the starter motor does not operate correctly, the engine may not turn over, or it may turn over slowly. If the starter motor is the problem, there is only one thing you can do
yourself. You can try tapping the starter motor lightly with a hammer while someone is trying to start the engine. If the engine starts, it is a sign that the starter motor is faulty and needs to be replaced. Dust, dirt and other contaminants cannot enter the engine because of the air filter. If the air filter is clogged, the engine will not get enough oxygen, and it will not start. In
this case, it is best to check the air filter and replace it if necessary. A faulty fuel cap is
a common cause of Evap problems. A bad fuel cap can cause the Evap system to fail, leading to a Check Engine Light (CEL) and engine performance issues. One owner gave the following advice: “Check the fuel cap and make sure it is tight and not damaged. You can also try replacing the fuel cap with a new one to see if that resolves the problem.” If
the fuel tank cap is loose or damaged, it must be replaced with a new one. Blocked fuel vapor lines can also cause CForce 800 Evap problems. The Fuel Vapor Lines carry fuel vapors from the fuel tank to the Evap canister. If these lines become clogged, the Evap system may fail, which could lead to a CEL and engine performance issues. The fuel
vapor lines should be checked for signs of damage or wear. You can also try blowing compressed air through the lines to get rid of any blockage. If the fuel vapor lines are damaged or clogged, they must be replaced with new ones. A faulty Evap bus can also cause CFMoto CForce 800 Evap problems. Evap canister captures fuel vapors and stores
them until they can be burned into the engine. The Evap system can fail if the bus fails, which can lead to a CEL and engine performance issues. Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), “If the power steering motor fails, it can increase the risk of a crash.” According to the recall, approximately 5,300 units were affected and required thermal protection devices to be installed in the power steering system. CFMoto dealers were told to replace the power steering motor assembly with a
new one that had a thermal protection device for free. In March 2021, CFMoto issued another recall for certain CForce 800 vehicles from model years 2019-2020 due to a potential defect in the power steering system. The defect was a loose power steering wire that could cause the power steering to fail suddenly, increasing the risk of a crash.
According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, “if the power steering fails, it could increase the risk of a crash.” There were approximately 4,800 units affected by the recall and the inspection and repositioning of the power steering wire. For no cost to the owner, CFMoto dealers were instructed to inspect and reposition the power
steering wire and install a new wire guide It is a common problem, excessive heat from the exhaust, and the discomfort this causes for the rider. The exhaust system on the CFMoto CForce 800 is close to the rider’s leg, which can cause too much heat to be radiated to the rider or passenger. This heat can cause discomfort or even cause burns to the
rider or passengers. Some owners have also said that the heat can make the plastic parts near the exhaust melt or warp over time. One possible solution is aftermarket exhaust heat shields. These shields are designed to keep heat away from the rider or passenger, making the ride more comfortable. Another solution is modified exhaust systems that
divert the exhaust away from the rider’s legs. slightest incline. It will be difficult or impossible to shift whenever the transmission gears are under pressure. It’s usually advisable to shift into neutral before releasing the brake when coming to a halt on an incline and needing to change gears. When the primary clutch opens up and releases the sides of the belt, the EBS requires the belt tension to
function. Consider investing in a robust belt and fine-tuning the clutches for your unique riding circumstances. Verify that
the belt deflection complies with the requirements in the owner’s manual. Change the belt if worn, a replacement drive belt for the UForce 1000 costs about $139.99. Belt failures may occur more frequently because of a malfunctioning clutch. Often, the issue is with the worn-out primary clutch parts, such as the clutch bearings, one-way bearing, or
the clutch kit’s “arms.” They become worn out from use, and you have to replace them. The clutch kit’s rollers will deteriorate if you keep your machine idling for long. You should also split the secondary clutch to check the rollers and cam. In addition, the one-way bearing may get locked or tight, leading to drag and hard shift. The EBS lockout shim
for primary clutches, a plastic one-way bearing helix, is another component susceptible to failure due to debris and dust. High idle, clutch, or belt difficulties may account blame for gear shift troubles that only happen when the engine runs. You will experience gear change problems if the clutch spring is weak, the clutches are unclean, or the driving
clutch makes the belt too tight. Additionally, clutches that need alignment, a bad or loose engine mount, a worn-out or shredded drive belt, or an aftermarket drive belt might cause gear changing issues. You may need to replace the belt. You can get an expert mechanic to fix it. Furthermore, you can get an OEM CFMoto UForce 1000 clutch kit for
$399.00. The drive belt for a CFMoto 1000 clutch is about $139.99 OEM. If your UForce 1000s transmission isn’t working correctly, you can notice jerks and difficulty shifting. Poor driving habits, low fluid levels, poor fluidity at low temperatures, diminished fluid frictional properties, etc., are the main contributors to transmission issues. Also,
transmission fluid that has grown old and lost some frictional properties can contribute to poor shift quality. Finding the cause of the low fluid level and fixing any problems might be challenging. It could be a mechanical problem or a leaky seal. It would be preferable to take it to a dealer or have it checked by a qualified technician if you are unsure
what is causing the problem. If your UForce 1000 has a transmission problem, you might experience jerking and find it hard to shift. This is one of the most typical
issues with machines. It may be a hard starting, backfiring, sputtering, power loss, or an unexpected engine shutdown while moving. Usually, as the fuel pump ages, fuel pressure drops. Your machine’s top RPMs become slow, its peak speed decreases, and its acceleration subpar. A malfunctioning fuel pump can harm your engine by not supplying
enough fuel. If the engine doesn’t get enough fuel, it will operate lean, causing the combustion chamber to heat up, which could result in an explosion. The high temperatures can damage the piston. You can fix a fuel pressure gauge at the tank outlet and monitor the fuel pump pressure during normal operations. Replace a broken fuel pump—a
replacement fuel pump for the UForce 1000 costs $258.00. The CFMoto UForce 1000 has a powerful 79-Hp V-Twin engine. Yet, you may experience various engine problems, including hard starts, running but will not idle, idling without revving up, misses, backfires, and power loss. To determine what is wrong, you can try some straightforward
troubleshooting. Begin by examining the ignition system. Put the spark plug back in the boot after removing it from the cylinder head. Check if the spark plug is suitable by starting the engine. Replace a damaged plug or malfunctioning coil. Inspect the fuel, fuel sieve, and air filter for water or obstruction. Ensure the gas is up. Examine the fuel
system, paying close attention to the fuel pump, filter, filter housing, fuel line, and fuel line fittings. Run a leak-down test using a compression tester kit to test for compression loss. To fix the issue, remove the door
and reinstall it correctly. You can also lubricate the doors or replace them. Riding on bumpy roads can cause cracks and chips on your windshield. Installing a high-quality windscreen up front will prevent any problems down the road. There is nothing to worry about if the cracks and chips in your windshield are no larger than an American dollar. But,
if there are extensive or excessive cracks, you may need to repair the windshield. They are a Chinese manufacturer and they
have been growing here in the west. The question is, are they worth it? What is the quality like? CFMoto does make good quality UTVs. They are a Chinese manufacturer and they break the mold of terribly made products coming from China. They keep up with their competition and are growing in popularity. CFMoto UTVs are built tough and their
power and ability keep up with top name brands in North America. Generally, people tend to shy away from Chinese made ATVs and UTVs but CFMoto has worked really hard to break away from that and show that they are competing for the market. They have done well and it shows from their products. Keep your eyes peeled because they are only
going to get more popular. I will be going over some important parts of the vehicle and talking about the specs and how it compares. For the lower price you pay, you would expect an engine that does not perform as well as other more expensive name brands. The 2019 UForce 1000 has a V-Twin cylinder, 4-
stroke engine. That is right up there with the Polaris Ranger Crew XP 1000. I created the table to show you how similar the specs are in a CFMoto engine to that of a name brand. It holds its own. The great thing about this is the price tag. CFMoto UTV’s are significantly cheaper by about $1,000 to $3,000. Their side-by-sides are incredibly well priced
for what you get. A majority of aftermarket products you may invest in will already come with a CFMoto side-by-side. The power of the engine in UFORCE 1000 engine is nothing to sneeze at. It has 79 Horsepower which is only slightly below the other ones. The displacement is higher than the Can-Am Defender XT which I found to be surprising. As
you can see, it has the power to keep up with the competition. CFMoto is making a name for themselves by selling side-by-sides at a cheaper price without skimping on important specs. Its fuel efficiency is above that of the Defender. It only lags a little behind the Polaris Ranger. CFMoto has put their work in and it shows. They are certainly growing.
The engine on this vehicle is really good and if you are looking for a powerful UTV for utility work, I would consider looking into the UFORCE 1000. The smaller models are excellent too. They perform well against the competition. CFMoto uses CVTech IBC transmission. In general, the transmission consists of high gear, low gear, and reverse. you can
put it in either 2- or 4-wheel drive depending on how the terrain might be. The shifting between gears is clean and smooth. I do not remember things be clunky or weird when I was riding a CFMoto side-by-side. Because things can get hairy and pretty messy, the vehicles come with an electronic locking differential to help out in times of need. What
that does is basically override the difference in the wheels turning and sort of locks them into place to turn in unison. This can make steering a bit stiff but nothing that can’t be handled. You just have to be ready to handle it. I would rather have it than not. It was honestly comforting. It is built to keep you safe. If you get a chance to ride in one, see
how it works for you. The CFMoto ZFORCE is where the suspension shines. Each corner of the vehicle has a double wishbone suspension. It also comes with a gas shock on each corner that is adjustable to fit your style of driving. You can adjust the rebound and compression. I think that’s awesome. It is a small touch that goes a long way. You can
adjust it to what you like or to the terrain around you. The shocks are really good with the price you pay. Both shocks have around 11 inches of clearance. The back is only a couple millimeters less. This is slightly less than some other UTVs of the same caliber but you really cannot complain at the price it is. Overall, I am way impressed by the
suspension in the ZFORCE. It costs less overall than name brands but it holds up well against the competition. It is not as high off the ground as others (most others are around 15 or 16 inches) but for the price you pay, it can’t be beat. If you want a solid UTV without being super flashy, I would invest in this. I think one of the greatest strengths of the
CFMoto UTVs is their toughness. They are solid off-road vehicles. They have really improved from the past and come up clean. The dimensions of the ZFORCE are 2870 x 1510 x 1830mm and the UFORCE dimensions are 2971.8 x 1612.9 x 1849.12mm. These are both up there with the big names. They did not spare anything with the frame of their
UTVs. Both models handle well and they are structured to withstand. In recent years, CFMoto has really broken away from the fears that people fear about overseas manufacturing in China. They are well aware of the problems that can occur when out on the trail and they combat it with high-quality products at a lower price than the big competitors.
The chassis is not cheaply made. It is able to haul all kinds of stuff up to a couple thousand pounds. I have never had a problem with it. It can handle the rugged terrain that you are riding on. Something that I appreciate about the ZFORCE is the power steering. Now, power steering can be such a help but sometimes it feels like you are not in charge
of the vehicle or that you can’t be connected with the terrain your wheels are in contact with. There has to be some balance. I personally like to feel connected to the road. I like the raw experience. I think that the ZFORCE does this well. It has a little bit of power steering so you do not wear out your forearms but not too much to take away from the
experience of zooming through the dirt and around corners. It has the right amount so you do not come home with burning arms. Trust me, I had a truck once that did not have power steering. I learned fast that it is not fun to drive anything once your arms are tired and burning. Power steering allows you to be in control enough to feel confident in
your driving the machine but not to overpower it or feel underwhelmed in controlling the vehicle. The ZFORCE does this right. The ground clearance of a CFMoto ZFORCE 100 is 11.8 inches. This is a little lower than others are which are closer to 13 or 14 inches like a wildcat or a Maverick. I would not count this vehicle out though because of that. I
still get plenty of use out of these UTVs without the extra ground clearance. It will still get you where you need to go. In stock form, UTVs do not have the best ground clearance so invest in a lift kit if you plan on going over tons of rocks. If you are going dirt or sand trail riding, then the ZFORCE or any other model should be good to hit the trail with. I
personally would not use it for rocky terrain. I think the ZFORCE would be a nightmare in places like Moab, Utah. Let’s go back to talking about the UFORCE for a minute. When we talk about towing capacity, we generally are talking about vehicles that are meant to be workhorses. There are plenty of utility UTVs and CFMoto does a good job with
their own. The bed can tow up to 1,000 lbs. It has a front and rear 2-inch receiver hitch which can haul up to 2,000 lbs. This is nearly 500 lbs. more towing capacity than big competitors. The UFORCE 1000 holds its own. The 3500 lbs. winch on the front end of the vehicle can pull plenty of weight and what makes it even better is that it has a wireless
remote. This would make a great vehicle to have on the farm. It is versatile and powerful. the UFORCE 1000 is a hidden gem when it comes to utility UTVs. Any projects to get done around the property can be done with this vehicle. Wheels are a crucial part of the UTV experience. If your wheels are good, your experience is that much better. The
wheels are thick and strong to withstand rocks and other things that might puncture or ruin your wheels. The ZFORCE has 26-inch 6-ply tires that come attached to 14-inch aluminum wheels. They are not too shabby. The bigger number of ply means that it is tougher. Most trucks have 6-ply. That is pretty strong and should withstand. It is very
unlikely that you will have a problem with a tire blowing. These tires work in all kinds of terrain. Sand, mud, dirt, etc. It handles well and it feels good. The tires grip well where they need to. The tires are CST Abuzz tires. They are specifically built to ride on soft and hard terrain. It is built lightweight so whoever is driving can have ease of control in
steering. They are made specifically for ATVs and UTVs. It has been engineered for the ultimate experience on various terrains. The Interior design is simple. It is not there to catch your eye but it works. It has a 4-point harness for safety. Some have said that it feels a little tight. This is a comment I hear from tall friends who try out the CFMoto UTVs.
You can tilt the steering wheel up and down but that will not make as much of a difference for those that are tall. Other perks inside of the cab include an LCD display on the dash. You can hold stuff under the seats and behind you. So if you have lots of little odds and ends for a quick fix up somewhere on your house or property, stick them in here.
The bed can be unlatched and dumped making your job a ton easier. I like the design of this vehicle even if it is a little small. If you are a really tall person, you may want to look somewhere else for a utility vehicle. The seats are comfortable. I felt like I fit pretty well and I am about average in size. I already mentioned the 4-point buckling system for
safety. That is great considering there is not a whole lot protecting you from falling out if you were to roll over. A few other safety things include turning signals and hazard lights. These come in handy sometimes and it is nice to have them. It even has a horn and I guess that would be useful if you are trying to get someone’s attention. The headlights
and taillights are all LED and work great. There is a handbrake should you need it. On a hill, it might come in handy. It comes with a lot of good things in it that are straight from the factory. It is pretty impressive. It has adjustable shocks and a few other gadgets that you would not expect to come with a UTV at a lower price. You do not really find that
in other UTVs straight from the factory. That is something I appreciate. I am of the opinion that CFMoto is worth it. CFMoto is relatively new here in North America and many people do not know what they are or if they are any good. They are a Chinese manufacturer and that can be difficult especially here in the west where we naturally associate
bad products to be from China. I know that CFMoto had a problem in Canada back in the day but they have remade their brand and have really cleaned up things here in the west. I believe that they have become a trustworthy brand. In Canada, they have an unprecedented warranty of up to 5 years which is incredible. I wish that they had that in the
United States. They are not a name brand or super flashy. They do not have the biggest hold on the UTV/ATV market either. If you are looking for a tough and well made UTV that will not cost you as much as the name brands will, then CFMoto UTVs are as good as they come. If you are extremely tall, they may not be as comfortable. They fit most
sizes but it is a little less roomy than other UTVs. While we’ve already touched on CFMoto durability somewhat, we thought it was important to really break down the reliability of the CFMoto UTV to give you a true picture of how long a CFMoto side-by-side typically lasts.On average, CFMoto UTVs will last
between 4,000 and 5,000 hours or between 8,000 and 10,000 miles, before needing any substantial repairs with proper care and maintenance.This translates to roughly 5 to 10 years of use for the average user, which is on par with UTV life expectancy industry standards.This can be attributed to CFMoto’s use of high-quality components, partnering
with reputable suppliers, and implementing strict quality control measures throughout the manufacturing process.In fact, it’s not uncommon to hear stories of CFMoto side-by-sides lasting well over 10,000 miles, even when subjected to challenging use conditions.And the good news is that even when a CFMoto side-by-side needs to be repaired it
tends to be a pretty painless process, as the company has always focused on designing vehicles that are easy to maintain and repair.By ensuring that their UTVs are user-friendly when it comes to routine maintenance tasks, such as oil changes and filter replacements.It’s worth noting that, as with any vehicle, the life expectancy of a CFMoto UTV is
not solely dependent on the manufacturer. Owners play a crucial role in ensuring the longevity of their side-by-sides by following recommended maintenance schedules, using their vehicles responsibly, and storing them properly when not in use.CFMoto is a Chinese company with its primary manufacturing facilities located in Thailand and Hangzhou,
China. The company has invested heavily in its Chinese operations, which feature state-of-the-art equipment, advanced production lines, and strict quality control.It is in these facilities that the majority of CFMoto’s UTVs, ATVs, and motorcycles are manufactured.That being said, as with most powersports manufacturers today, CFMoto’s

A 30-day warranty coverage period applies to all new CFMOTO vehicles concerning the vehicle’s battery, spark plugs, air filters, oil, and fuel filters.In addition, there’s also
a 90-day warranty coverage period, which applies to all new CFMOTO vehicles for a range of components, including the drive belt, gear shift, CVT, wet clutch, throttle and brake cables, front/rear rims, tires, brake pads or shoes, brake discs or drums, and more...CFMOTO offers a competitive warranty program for its off-road vehicles and
motorcycles, which is on par with other powersport manufacturer warranty coverages and limits.It’s worth noting, however, that while CFMOTO’s warranty program is competitive, it’s always a good idea to compare the specific terms, conditions, and exclusions of different manufacturers’ warranties before making a purchase decision.This is

The large displacement V-twin engine provides plenty of power even when loaded down or climbing hills.There are many
things to like about the recreational-focused UForce 1000:Powerful engine - The V-twin has excellent power and torque for conquering tough terrain or trails. Accelerates well and feels nimble at higher speeds.Smooth and comfortable ride - Plush suspension soaks up bumps nicely when trail riding. Cabin is quiet and comfortable for longer
rides.Highly customizable - Tons of accessories like roofs, windshields, bumpers, lights etc allow you to set it up for your needs.Safety features - Standard doors, seat belts, roll bars, and nets provide good security.Nice digital gauge cluster - Provides ride info including speed, RPM, temp, fuel level, hours, and more. Backlit for night visibility.Great for
exploring - With not specified gallons of fuel capacity and room for gear/accessories, it’s ideal for trail riding trips and outdoor adventures.The UForce 1000 is purpose-built as a recreational UTV and these qualities make it excel as an exploring/trail riding machine. The engine delivers powerful performance while the plush suspension provides a
compliant ride. Owners also love the customization thanks to CFMoto’s large accessory catalog.While there’s a lot to like about this side by side, it’s not perfect. Some drawbacks to note include:No power steering - It can take some extra effort and strength to turn the wheels at low speeds or standstill compared to models with power steering.Tight
rear seats - The rear seats and leg room is a little tight if carrying full size adults in the back. Good for kids.Premium pricing - It’s not as expensive as Can-Am or Polaris models, but the UForce 1000 still commands a premium price tag.Overall the cons are minor and won’t be an issue for many UTV owners. The lack of power steering only requires a
bit more strength from the driver. Also the tighter rear seats are offset by an extremely comfortable and spacious front cabin.A big reason to consider the UForce 1000 is its strong engine performance matched to trail-ready suspension and handling. Here are some key details on its capabilities:Engine - The 963cc V-twin puts out a stout 79
horsepower. This gives it excellent acceleration and torque for conquering trails.Top speed is limited to 63 mph from the factory, but can exceed 70+ mph with modifications.The engine has plenty of low-end grunt for crawling over rocks or powering up steep inclines.Ground Clearance - 15 inches lets you clear obstacles on the trail without getting

This provides excellent traction off-road without compromising
handling.Large front disc and rear hydraulic brakes supply good stopping power from the speeds this machine can achieve.While not the absolute highest performing UTV, the UForce delivers impressive capability that is more than adequate for recreational trail use and technical terrain. The suspension provides a plush ride while the engine dishes
out strong acceleration when you need it. It’s a very well-rounded package.CFMoto’s UTVs are generally priced below bigger name brands like Polaris, Can-Am, or Honda. Here is a look at UForce 1000 pricing:MSRP starts around $12,999 for the base model as of 2023. This has 2 seats and basic equipment.To upgrade to the 4 seat LE model with
some extras like a roof, the MSRP is not specified.Real world prices are often $1000-$2000 less than MSRP at local dealers.Used UForce 1000 models can be found for $12,000 to $15,000 depending on the year, miles, and condition.While not the cheapest side by side you can buy, it offers strong value by delivering capabilities on par with more
expensive models for thousands less. The pricing undercuts the Polaris RZR XP 1000 which starts around $22,000. You still get Fox shocks, big power, ample accessories, and excellent reliability.Based on its performance, comfort, customization, and price point the UForce 1000 is one of the best values on the recreational UTV market. It's the most
popular model from CFMoto for a reason.To get a better sense of real world experiences, here is what UForce 1000 owners are saying based on reviews, forums, and feedback:“I use my CFMoto for trail and dune riding in Glamis and it has been fantastic. Never gets stuck and has plenty of power hitting the whoops and dunes at speed. Very reliable
so far.”“It’s not as plush or refined as a RZR XP, but for the price I paid I really can’t complain. The Fox RC2 shocks, big power from the 999cc V-twin, and capable suspension geometry make it ready for action.The ZForce 1000 is purpose-built for sport performance instead of work capability:Excellent power - The 80 HP V-twin provides potent acceleration and torque perfect for dunes, desert running, or trails.Superb
handling - Long travel suspension and FOX shocks carve up corners and soak up rough terrain. Rougher ride over longer distances.Greater expense - With a starting MSRP over $15,000, it costs considerably more than the UForce models.Not street legal - Like most side by sides the ZForce can only be used off-road.This machine clearly gives up utility and worksite capabilities to excel at recreational riding. The
passenger accommodations are also less plush. But this aligns with its intended niche as a high performance sport UTV.With its high output V-twin engine, tuned suspension, and focus on lightweight performance, the ZForce 1000’s capabilities impress:The 999cc engine churns out 80 HP and 78N.m/70000rpm torque, giving blistering acceleration
and power delivery.It can hit a top speed around 80 MPH in stock form. Fast enough to handle wide open dunes and trails with gusto.Revised CVT tuning enables quick throttle response and rapid engagement of the clutch.FOX RC2 piggyback shocks provide over 20 inches of suspension travel front and rear. This allows it to blast through whoops,
land huge jumps, and conquer rough terrain at speed.Strong engine braking control and large diameter disc brakes provide good stopping power.The On-Demand AWD system maintains excellent traction during hard launches and acceleration.Designed for high airflow into the engine bay and CVT to reduce heat buildup during hard use.The ZForce
1000 gives you supercar levels of performance not found on many utility side by sides. Dune riders, drag racers, and high speed trail enthusiasts will love its potent acceleration and smooth suspension. It’s arguably the highest performing sport recreational UTV that CFMoto makes.As a high performance model built for recreation, the ZForce 1000
demands a premium price:MSRP starts around $15,000 for the base model as of 2023.Most dealers sell below MSRP closer to $18,500 - $19,500 depending on promotions and availability.Expect to pay $2500 to $4000 more than the base model UForce 1000.Used prices are difficult to find since it’s a newer model. Expect to pay above $16,000 for a
low mileage used ZForce.While not cheap, when you consider its performance capabilities the ZForce 1000 offers strong value against the $30K+ Can-Am X3 models with similar performance levels. Yet you still get superb Fox suspension, rapid acceleration, excellent reliability and CFMoto’s 5 year warranty.Here’s a sample of owner feedback after
riding the ZForce 1000:“This thing rips! Took it to Glamis last week and it was hands down the fastest UTV in the dunes. Fox shocks take the whoops and jumps in stride. Couldn’t be happier.”“Accuracy and agility is amazing on trails. High speed stability impresses me the most. It just goes exactly where you point it.”“I mostly ride fast trails and the
ZForce is so composed at speed. Plenty of power on tap. My friend’s RZR can’t keep up!”“Fit and finish doesn’t match what I'm used to with Polaris but for these power levels at this price I can overlook it. The performance exceeds my expectations.”“Ride comfort suffers a bit compared to the UForce models but that’s expected. The suspension and
stability during hard riding is stellar.”Owners agree that the ZForce 1000 delivers extremely high levels of performance, speed, and handling for aggressive recreational trails and dunes. It exceeds expectations in terms of power and suspension performance at its price point. Comfort and utility take a backseat to speed and thrills.Overall, the ZForce
1000 has proven to be reliable during its first years on the market. However, a couple of issues have cropped up:Overheating - Without proper cooling ducts in place, hard use can cause engine overheating issues in hot conditions. Ensuring ducts are connected properly prevents this.CVT belt failures - High output levels combined with clutch tuning
can lead to premature belt wear in some cases. Replacing with better quality/stiffer belts often resolves it.Fuel pump failures - There are a few reports of fuel pump failures causing stalling or no start conditions. Replacing the pump resolves it.Shocks leaking - As expected for performance shocks under hard use, some owners have had to rebuild or
reseal leaking FOX RC2 shocks.But issues seem limited especially compared to some other sport UTV models on the market. With good maintenance and care, the ZForce 1000 holds up well to aggressive use.If you enjoy aggressive dune running, high speed desert racing, or want a sport UTV to conquer trails - the ZForce 1000 is extremely
appealing. It provides supercar levels of performance and thrills without the premium price tag.The acceleration, suspension capability, and handling exceed most owners’ expectations. Fit and finish may not be on par with Polaris RZRs, but you’d be hard pressed to find another UTV with 80 HP delivering this performance envelope under $15,000.
It’s a veritable thrill machine.Shifting gears from recreation to utility work, the Cforce 1000 is designed for hauling, towing, and farm/ranch use. Think of it as a side by side workhorse.While using the same 999cc engine, the Cforce 1000 prioritizes capability over speed:Engine - 963cc V-twin, 79 HPTorque - 60 ft-lbsTransmission - CVIDrive System -

The frame and components emphasize
durability over speed or plushness.Owners praise it Cforce 1000’s utility strengths:Tough and durable - Steel racks, bumpers and thick composite bed material withstand heavy use and abuse.Massive bed capacity - 1000 lb bed capacity lets you pile in tools, logs, feed bags, whatever the job demands.Excellent towing - 1700 1Ib tow rating allows you to
pull livestock trailers, equipment, small tractors, etc with ease.Worksite ready - Steel bumpers, hitches, and winch provide utility focused capability.Spacious cab - Wide chassis offers roomy interior space for driver and passenger comfort.Highly customizable - CFMoto accessories like doors, roofs, windshields, etc allow you to customize it.Fuel
efficient V-twin - Strong low end torque without guzzling gas during long work days.Whether you need raw utility capability or versatility for projects, the CForce delivers. It has the strength, capacity, and features to take on tough jobs while providing comfort.The focus on work capability does have some tradeoffs:Rougher ride - Tuned for hauling
not comfort, the ride quality is stiffer and bumpier than recreational models. Not fun for trail exploring.Less performance - Acceleration and top speed are limited compared to sportier models to favor utility use.Basic standard features - You don’t get extras like power steering, premium sounds systems, or soft doors standard. These add cost.Lower
ground clearance - At 11 inches it doesn’t clear obstacles quite as well as the UForce or ZForce models.It’s best to consider these factors when deciding between recreational and utility side by sides. The CForce 1000 prioritizes capability over plushness or speed. But that makes it excel as a rugged workhorse.Even though it’s built for work, the

But make no mistake - it still packs decent acceleration when you need it thanks to that stout V-twin. Just don’t expect dune racing performance.As a high capability
utility side by side, the CForce 1000 is priced very competitively:MSRP starts around $15,999 for the base model as of 2023.Typical dealer prices are $14,000 - $15,000 depending on promotions and availability.Used CForce models can be found for $10,000 to $13,000 depending on model year and condition.This actually costs several thousand less
than CFMoto’s recreational UForce 1000 model. You get outstanding utility capability and performance at a working man’s price point. It even undercuts the prices of many mid-size utility UTVs while delivering 1000cc power.Here’s a sampling of feedback from CForce 1000 owners:“This is my workhorse around the farm. Use it daily for hauling
tools, fencing supplies, bales of hay, you name it. Very tough - it just keeps going.”“I added some toys like a winch and roof to mine but man it’s capable. 2000 lb tow rating pulls my equipment trailer with zero issues.”“Comfortably cruises around my property at 45 mph but still has the torque I need for heavy loads.”“Great value side by side. Not as
refined as John Deere but way more affordable and just as capable. Bench seat is comfy during long days.”“Ride is a bit stiff but that’s expected for a utility machine.
